Book Club Discussion:
 Time Enough 2024

1. Why is Time Enough, “Traa Dy Liooar,” the right title for this novel? Did it make you think about time differently? Your own time? Time, in general? Do you believe there’s “Time Enough, all will be well, in good time”? Why/why not?
2. Do you know your ancestors’ immigration experience? When, why did they leave home? What happened when they got there; did they stay or move on? If you know, what do you think their experience means to you and your descendants? If you don’t know, what do you wish you knew? Whom would you ask?
3. If you had to leave home, right now, with just a few possessions, what would you choose to take? What would you miss most about your home? What would you fear? 
4. Do you believe in fairies, or anything supernatural?( Don’t share unless you want to.) Where does that belief spring from? How is it helpful to you? Do you ever talk about it with others? Why do you think people believed in fairies, especially on islands like Ireland, Manitoulin, Isle of Man, etc.?
5. Nan tells Henry that people “take after” someone in the family. Do you believe that? Whom do you “take after?” For better or worse? Can you see a resemblance in your family between generations? Whom does Henry “take after?”
6. Euphemia fears so much about the move, but one of her greatest fears is being responsible for all the children on her own, without Nan’s support. Is this a legitimate fear? Could you relate? When a child gets sick, she is distraught and can barely cope. How did you feel about that? How does this change her?
7. Henry wants to remain behind, and sees that as a better option for his grandparents. What did you think about that idea? Would you have left your oldest child behind? Why did Nan insist he go, though it broke her heart?
8. Henry looks at the family photograph and realizes this is the last glimpse his grandparents will have of them. Do you have old family photographs? How do you feel when you look at them? What do you think about “selfies” and all the photographs we have now, documenting every minute of our lives? Will these be preserved? Why? How?
9. Despite their checkered past, Euphemia is still physically drawn to Thomas. What did you think about that? Could she have behaved differently, especially regarding Edward? What would you have done, in her place? 
10. Thomas seems to genuinely love Euphemia. Did you trust him? Were you surprised by what happened? How did you feel about him in the end?
11. What about William? Is he a weak man, or strong in his own way? Should he have accepted the offer to move to Michigan?
12. When his father dies, Henry abandons Euphemia, breaking his promise to Nan. At times, he regrets it. Have you had a similar experience, feeling you had to make a difficult choice that you may have regretted? Was the outcome worth it? 
13. Henry falls in love at first sight. Do you believe in that? This motivates all his actions from then on. Was he unfair to Tina? What did he learn from that experience?
14. Euphemia marries Thomas. Did that make sense? She discovers Thomas’ hidden secret, which she suspected all along. Were you surprised? Might she have acted differently? How did she leverage the situation? How did she change as a result of this?
15. Henry is forced to confront the harsh judgement he made against his mother, because of Mary. What did you think about that? Have you ever had to change your mind about someone, based on new information or experiences? Did you apologize?
16. How did you feel at the end of the book? Do you have any favourite passages or quotes to share? What was unique about this story? What images on the book cover relate to the story?
17. Have you learned anything new from reading Time Enough? What will stay with you? “Traa dy liooar!” 
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
